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Brief Overview of 2019 in Production Agriculture

Farm Business Management Program Database

What is Net Farm Income used for?

Minnesota farmers experienced their seventh consecutive year of low profitability in 2019. This is one of the key findings in
the annual report developed by the Minnesota State Farm Business Management Education program (FBM) in cooperation 
with the University of Minnesota. The data in this report comes from 2,167 farmers participating in the Minnesota State 
FBM program.

Based on the graphic on the cover, over a 40 year farming career, each farmer would spend $34,658,160. Based on that 
same graphic, those 2,167 farms spent $1,877,605,818 in their greater communities in 2019. The majority of this money is 
spent locally, including businesses and cooperatives; demonstrating the vital importance of farms on the economy of 
Minnesota.

The median farm earned $33,377, up from $24,817 in 2018.  Increases in farm income were largely driven by improved 
milk prices for portions of 2019 along with increases in government payments for both crop and livestock farms.  With 
average investment just under $2.9 million, farms earned a 3.1% return on investment. Even with the improved net farm 
income in 2019, almost one third of farms lost net worth in 2019. 

Many farmers produced bumper crops of Minnesota’s primary cash crops, corn and soybeans; while others struggled to get 
average yields due to various weather challenges, including significant acres that were unharvested by the end of 2019.
Similar to the three previous years, high yields did not produce high profits. The median crop farm earned $33,352, up 
from the $29,712 in 2018.

As shown on page 6 of this report, profits were up for some of Minnesota’s major types of livestock operations: especially
the dairy and pork operations. The median livestock producer earned $46,482 from farm operations for the year, 
compared to $10,350 in 2018. Each farm in the database is placed in one of the 8 “Farm Type” columns based on that 
farm’s source for 70% of their Gross Farm Income.

Most Minnesota farmers are still in reasonably good shape financially, even after seven years of low earnings. The average 
farm’s debt to asset ratio was 46% in 2019, the same as in 2018.  The change in working capital on page three of this 
summary showed an increase of $13,844.
